Resume Hints

1. Not everyone will need or have all of these categories. I included them to show where I would put them if you have them.
2. The UF Writing Center recommends the size of the fonts in the template. 
a. Name – 15
b. Email, address, phone – 11
c. Headings – 12
d. Bulleted items – 11
e. I use Calibri for readability
3. Do not put in an objective
4. If you aren’t a freshman, time to leave High School behind.
5. For all headings, use a bulleted list that starts with verbs. In research, list procedures, equipment you used. Use verbs such as conducted, analyzed, and others that describe specifically what you did.
6. Bullets in leadership and professional experience should start with verbs such as organized, managed, coordinated, etc.
7. Many students do not include things they should – any leadership, teaching or other experience outside of UF?  Think about everything you have done that shows leadership, community service or teaching experience. 
8. Awards include scholarships.
9. Don’t include things like Power Point in skills – even I know how to do that. Only include specialized skills that set you apart.
10. If you are referring to a specific award or group, such as ABC Scholarship, spell it out as no one outside UF will know what ABC stands for.
11. For each section, list each position in reverse chronological order.
12. Customize the resume for different audiences by reordering the sections:
a. Ex. For a teaching job, put teaching experience before community service, etc. 
13. Have at least two friends edit for misspellings, typos, spacing, chronological order, etc.
14. Did I mention have at least two friends edit for misspellings, typos etc. I cannot emphasize the importance of this step.
