1. Go to O*NET OnLine and hover over the “Find Occupations” tab; select the “Job Family” category.
2. Use the drop-down menu to select the occupational group you’re most interested in; click “Go”.
3. A list of occupations related to that Job Family will appear; click on one you’d like to explore further.
4. After exploring different occupations (and, maybe, different Job Families), identify 3 roles of interest; record
