Large firms typically host fall info sessions,
offer coffee chats, and set internship deadlines in
December or January, with interviews occurring shortly
after.

Many companies also offer leadership development
programs-highly selective tracks designed to shape
future leaders. Commonly recruited functions include
controllers, financial analysts, and treasurers, with
occasional roles in supply chain, operations, marketing,
HR, and project management.

Renewable and Clean Energy recruiting looks different.
It's a rapidly evolving space that values transferable
skills, networking, and a clear sense of purpose. In
Houston, students can tap into the Rice Alliance, The
lon, and Greentown Labs-innovation hubs driving
CleanTech. Since many companies prioritize
environmental impact, be ready to explain why this
work matters to you and how your skills align.

Internship Offer Timeline

Most traditional energy internship offers begin
in January, with additional offers extending into
February and March. Some roles may continue
to be filled throughout the spring semester,
depending on company needs and timelines.

Second-Year Strategy
Didn't land your top-choice opportunity?

Refocus on roles that build transferable energy skills-whether in
finance, strategy, or operations. Use the summer to strengthen
your profile by gaining industry knowledge, improving technical
skills, or engaging in sector-relevant projects.

Full-Time Offer Timeline

The majority of full-time energy offers are
extended between August and November, often
as return offers from summer internships. For
students without a return offer, additional
opportunities may arise later in the year, though
they are typically less structured and more
dependent on hiring needs.

Didn't secure an energy internship?

Use the summer to network intentionally and research companies
and roles so you're well-prepared for fall recruiting or just-in-time
opportunities.

Be ready to clearly articulate your interest in energy and how your
skills align with the industry's evolving needs.
